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Tips and advices

+You can paddle along the Barta River with canoe,
kayaks and SUPs, also the raft is suitable for the
Barta.

« In every 5-7 km interval is located kilometres’
indication marks up to Nica, as well as here
are also indications at the most important
sightseeing objects.

- The paddling along the Bartacan be extended
by starting it in the Lithuania. Here the obstacles
and dams of small power plants should be taken
into account.

« Paddling can also be extended up to Liepaja,
by paddling extra 21 km from Nica, but this
would not be desirable route — the river here
is practically straight, surrounded by dams,
and monotonous landscape is a little bit varied
only by inlets of polder drainage ditches, also
crossing of the Liepaja Lake will not be easy - the
prevailing western winds will demand double
force until you will arrive in the Zirgu island in
Liepaja or in Liepaja marina at hotel Promenade.

« In this region so-called rivers of “river collectors”
are located. In these rivers only those for whom it
is important to paddle as many rivers as possible
are paddling.

«The Jecupe River from J&c¢i " to Nica ¢ ,where it
flows into the Barta, practically in the entire length
of 10.4 km route is more or less straightened. Here
are no sharp bends. No obstacles made by trees
or no places through which the paddling is not
possible.

« The Otanke River from Tilti * up to Otanki °

(9.3 km) is characterised by many islands, the
river mostly winds through forests. The river is
inhabited by beavers, but the greatest confusion
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is caused by many inlets of forest drainage
ditches.

« Jauna Runa from the bridge * (2 km) at Kera
Ostnieki house along with Apse (8.8 km) and
further with * the Barta (39.4 km) forms a good
2-3 day route — in length of 50.2 km - 3 rivers
in 2 countries! Do not forget your passports or
ID cards because the left bank of the Apse is
territory of Lithuania. Apsein its 8.8 km flow is
rapid and interesting river, the banks are high,
sometimes overgrown with large deciduous
trees. River bed is mostly rocky, closer to the
Barta the bends become sharper.

« Be responsible-use lifejacket, for children
under 12 years of age it is mandatory!

« Respect private property and protect the
nature, leave the camp site clean and tidy, take
the waste along with you even if there are bins —
the river behind you stays cleaner!

«When you are in the boat, don't stand up — you
will turn over! Be careful while getting into the
boat and approaching the shore - these are the
most frequent situations when people fall into
the river!

« At least one mobile should be hermetically
packed. Make sure you have the phone number
of boat rental operator in case if evacuation is
required!

« Avoid of the use of alcohol!

« For swimming choose safe swimming places
appropriate for your skills!

« It is recommended to use kerosene stove for
cooking. If you make a firethen only in specially
intended places or places established by other
boaters. Do not leave the fire unattended and
extinguish it when you leave.

EN The Barta River flows into Latvia from
Lithuania, where it is called as Bartuva, but it
ends its flow in the Liepaja Lake. The Barta is
excellent river for recreation trips. A small, but
all the time constant drop almost up to Nica,
beautiful landscapes, islands and islets, some-
times funny and interesting construction, an-
cient and not so ancient touch of history.

Upon getting into boats at the border of Lithu-
ania * (on the right bank there is Apse estuary,
on the left Sedvini Cemetery) the Barta does
not surprise with grand landscapes. Sloping
banks are covered with traditional fauna: alders
and bird-cherries through which some small,
stubborn pine-trees are edging out. Some-
times you can see also some islands, but in the
end of June time by time above the water can
be seen also some tops of rushes. After 3.6 km
begins the forest, the river bends becomes
more rounded, its flow becomes quite expect-
able, but not uninteresting. From time to time
from the river can be seen also some meadows
and some houses. Forest rapidly ends after
7.3 km giving the place for processed fields and
pastures, but on the bank of the river returns
alders and clusters of bird-cherries.

The first noticeable landmark is the estuary of
the right bank tributary Vartaja. Here you can
stop at well-maintained camp, climb in Kaléti
castle mound and find some golden barrels
what as it is alleged during ancient times are
buried here. You have paddled from the Lithu-
anian border already 12.4 km

The next 6.7 km to the bridge of Barta village °
has landscapes with agricultural character
typical for Latvia. The river becomes wider, the
spacious bends meets with sloping fields of
crops, cozy cattle herds, grasslands and bush
areas. Here appear also campsite buildings -
some abandoned, some partially populated —
remained from the Soviet era, when recrea-
tion sites on the banks of the Barta River were
formed by the largest companies of Liepaja.
Near the bridge ° is a well-maintained inter-
mediate finish/starting place of the route.
After the bridge of Barta village ° the land-
scape becomes wilder, after 2.9 km the river
again becomes surrounded the beautiful
coniferous forest, which will continue for the
next 10 km. Like the entire flow of the Barta
also the forest section is rich in larger and
smaller islets and large bends, the faster sec-
tion is followed by calmer and here you need
to row more actively. One after the other with
interval of 1.1 km are following two places
where you can get out and stretch your legs
- camping “ODS” and Viles bridge - bridge of
Little train over the Barta River ©. Photo ses-
sion here is a must! You have paddled from the
Lithuanian border already 25.6 km.

After forest the flow of the Barta stops to the
large island, which has to be bypassed along the
right side. Here begins construction and land-
scape of agricultural character that will continue
for the next 7 km up to Nicabridge . Paddling
along the various buildings is quite interesting
and views in no way are monotonous. Here the
Barta keeps constant speed of flow what ends
only less than a kilometre before Nicabridge.
Here begins dredged section of the Barta, on
the banks are clearly visible dams. It is recom-
mended stop the paddling 300 m behind the
Nicabridge ", here is located well-maintained
Nica Region water tourism centre “Upeskrasti” ' .
