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EN The Svétupe River runs out from the north
of Dunezers, and flows into the Gulf of Riga near
Svétciems village. The major part of the river
basin is located in Metsepole Plain, the upper
course in wavy plain of Limbazi, but the bot-
tom course in coast of Vidzeme. The river basin
is rich of forests and large swamps (Svétupe, the
Great Ergli swamp, the Great Rustiizi swamp).
Svétupe in the upper course flows along
the shallow, paludified valley, in the middle
course — through a deep valley (near Pale its
depth — 10 m). By Pérlupite River it flows to the
north, further up the estuary - to the south. The
largest tributaries: on the right bank - Ladinupe
River (22 km), Skirstina or Pér|upe River (21 km),
Sausupe River (11 km), Vedamurga River (8 km).
On the left coast — Arupite River (16 km),
Kulaurga River (5 km). The Svétupe River is
internationally defined as the salmon river,
where besides salmon and sea trout also
many other European significance protected
animals - otters, thick shelled river mussel etc.
can be found.

It is suitable for paddling in spring, during high
water level period, in autumn, or after long
rainy periods. It should be kept in mind that
the river has quite a lot of beavers and there are
various drift dams what make the paddling dif-
ficult. It is recommended to do canoeing from
Pale or Lauvas up to Jaunupe canal, through
which you can proceed the trip to the Salaca. If
you are a skillful paddlers you will love the river
also in its upper course choosing whitewater
kayaks what allow to enjoy the drift and chal-
lenge of shallow overfalls. Similar is situation in
section from Jaunupe to Svétciems, where the
river flows into the Gulf of Riga, this section will
be interesting for adrenaline lovers with appro-
priate equipment, because after Jaunupe chan-
nel that was artificially created in the 17th cen-
tury Svétupe becomes much narrower because
around 2/3 of the river water goes to the Salaca.

The Vitrupe River flows out of the Lades
Lake, flows through Skujas Lake, Auzinu Lake,
Mazezers Lake and Riebezers Lake. At this sec-
tion it takes the largest tributaries Kranuprite
River and Cimelupe River. It is connected with
the Liepupe River by Liepupe — Reinupe canal.
After the outlet from Riebezers to Kirbizi the
Vitrupe River flows along ~ 0.5 km wide and 15
m deep valley below which is partially buried
ancient valley. Riverbed from Vitrupe village
to KirbiZi is regulated and is not suitable for
paddling. We recommend enjoying the up-
per course of the river during entire season,
by going into the trip through series of lakes.
This section is suitable for canoeing, while
last ~ 7 km of lower course in so called “fifth
season” in early spring where valley becomes
narrow by showing sandstone cliffs and creat-
ing impressive stream will be suitable only for
experienced paddlers with appropriate equip-
