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EN  The Brasla River is one of the classic pad-
dling rivers of Latvia and generally the routes
from Placis ° or Straupe ¢ to road bridge of
A3 (Riga —Valmiera) © orestuary in the Gauja
River is selected for paddling. However, if you
have decided to get into canoes at Vainizi *,
then in section up to Placis ° you should take
into account many obstacles made bytrees
(data of spring 2015). In section up to estu-
ary of the Divupe River at Rozula ¢, it seems
that the Brasla lacks the strength for getting
through the jungle created by beavers. Be-
hind Rozula the Brasla River becomes similar
to the river seen near Placis. It flows through
the conifer forest, and although there are still
lots of obstacles in the river, they can be by-
passed in an easier manner.

Classical section of the Brasla Riverbegins
at Placis °. 3 km up to Straupe ¢ it winds
through coastallandscape typical for Latvian
rivers, with a thick deciduous forest, where-
time by time some house roof can be seen.
Closer to Straupe the forest is stepping back,
giving place for this ancient Hanseatic town.
Shortly before Véjini settlement and king-
dom of underground lakes, the first sand-
stone outcrops appear. In dry summers when
the water level is low, there are potentially
very shallow places up to the road bridge
of A3 (Riga — Valmiera) *, but this does not
reduce the beauty of the Brasla. Clear water,
yellow spatterdocks, some low outcrops and
houses from time to time. At “Markulici” set-
tlement (1 km before the bridge of A3 road)
the Braslais crossed by an interesting bridge
of “dancing-ropes’, walking on which can re-
turn the mobility in limbs after sitting in the
canoe for a long time.

Very often tourists choose to end their
route along the Brasla at bridge of A3 road .
This is definitely wrong, because the most
beautiful section of the Brasla River starts
exactly here. Ending the route at A3 bridge
is the same as to decide to go with a car
from Riga to Sigulda and to pour fuel only
what is sufficient for a trip to Vangazi. 1.3 km
behind bridge of A3 road is located Brasla
HPP and fish hatchery. Event the flush until
it is picturesque, a pond surrounded by pink
sandstone outcrops. After HPP the Brasla
starts its run toward the Gauja River, and
this is considered the most beautiful section
of the Brasla. Outcrops follow one another,
banks are wild and surrounded by large for-
est. There are nice shoals with small stones
and nice beaches. After 8.2 km the Brasla
flows into the Gauja ¢, and this is a great
opportunity to continue a trip up to Sigulda
(+14 km).

1. Make sure of the water level in the river!
In high water Brasla HPP-the Gauja sec-
tion can be dangerous for inexperienced
paddlers. Evaluate your canoeing skills self-
critically and ask the canoe rental operator
all possible information about security,
behaviour in case of overturning and char-
acteristics of the rented canoe. If you are not
confident in your abilities, rent an inflatable
boat for this section. In low water Brasla
HPP — the Gauja section should be paddled
with canoes or kayaks.

2. Use safety accessories!

3.When you are in the canoe, do not stand
up — it will turn over!

4. Keep important things in a waterproof bag!
5. At least one mobile with telephone
number of canoe rental operator should be
hermetically packed!

6. If you are paddling in cooler weather take
the second layer of clothing with you.

7. River behind you stays cleaner — take your
waste along with you, do not leave them in
camping sites!
